In the past year we have built a strong, diverdiB®ard of Directors, with backgrounds in
business, finance, marketing, veterinary medicio&nteerism, fundraising, and educa-
tion. We have 10 dedicated, active and hardworkiegbers, each bringing essential skills
and talents that help us set and meet solid godlst@andards.

We recognized that one of our focus needs was niagkend image and we began construct-
ing a marketing plan. We produced a new logo aoadlar pallet that we felt visually dis-
played our compassion and dedication to the aniaradsa new bright and fresh outlook! We
have begun to incorporate the logo and bright sdloall of our printed material, on our web-
site, our building sighage, and interior sheltamilfty!

Heartworm...The Preventable Epidemic!

As the warm weather rolls in so do the mosquitddany of us view these pesky flying biters as aawaid-
able part of summer. But what pet owners NEEEe#dize is that these pesky insects carry a pardaitger-
ous to our pets called Heartworm. Heartworm diséaa serious and potentially fatal condition ealisy
parasitic worms living in the arteries of the luraggl occasionally in the right side of the heardags, cats and
other species of mammals. Confirmed cases of teart disease are on the rise in Michigan!

Heartworm diseasis preventable, and the Humane Society of Southwedtérhigan recommends that pet
owners talk to their veterinarians about how tagebtheir pets from this dangerous disease. Heantvpre-
vention is safe, easy and inexpensive. While treatrfor heartworm disease in dogs is possibls,atcompli-
cated and expensive process, taking weeks fortadeanimals to recover. There is no effective tnest for
heartworm disease in cats, so it is imperative disase prevention measures be taken for cats.

There are a variety of options for preventing heartn infection in both dogs and cats, includingyland
monthly tablets and chewables and monthly topidslsof these methods are extremely effective, amen
administered properly on a timely schedule, heamwimfection can be completely prevented.

At the Humane Society of Southwestern Michigan weegreceived several heartworm positive dogs sthisr
spring. Pictured below are a few of them. Aregenearians are working with us to offer a discofanttheir
treatments so they can be cured and find a goocktamd we are looking for donations to help coveirtbosts.

HEAT CAN KILL— Never leave your pet alone in a vehi;
cle even in the shade. Pets left in cars, or atheentilated
areas, or even tied in the sun, are susceptilliedadstroke.
Keep your pet in a shady, well-ventilated placehviiiesh
water available in an “no spill” container. Symmi® of
heat stroke include excessive panting, droolirsflelssness,
and loss of consciousness.

Be aware of storm notices and firework display sicies
and leave your pet at home in a secure area. rRlg\c or
the television to help block out the noise.

DESCRIPTION OF PET:
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This is a story of how one special girl and opecsal kitten came together. A story
that offers us a chance to ponder faith, hope, loempassion, understanding and cour-
age. A story that reminds us that always thefklisnan” in Humane Society.

The story starts with faith and understanding. eHdrthe Humane Society we struggle
daily with the balance of life and death. Sicknaads are brought in, too ill to save.
Animals that have been abused or neglected comeridoors, their spirits broken and
bruised. And the babies. The little ones thatsaré&ull of love born unwanted. The
babies are sometimes the hardest for us to cope Witagile and susceptible to disease,
the mortality rate is high for animals less theme®ks of age in a shelter.

For most people kittens and puppies conjure uprigelof happiness and joy. Shelter workers thifthe “babies” in a different
light. They bring sadness and a feeling of beimgrahelmed. So many young babies with too few hon@uilt runs hand in hand
with anger and bewilderment when despite all béfstrts an animal dies.

The first “mama” of kitten season was Patches.eAuliful calico, merely a baby herself at less thee year old. Patches came into
the shelter a picture of contrasts. Her belly $svglwhile the rest of her small frame protrudedilyothrough her skin from poor
nourishment. Shortly after coming in, Patches vimtat labor. Our medical staff monitored her clgsand despite every effort to
revive them, two of the babies were born dead. vieuhad 2 beautiful orange tiger balls of fluffttheere alive and needed our care.
So we pushed through our grief and focused onttles wve could help. But sadness and bewildermantksagain a week later when
one of the kittens, who had been thriving, dieddsurdy.

We found ourselves asking Why? Why are these pabies born only to die? Why is it our burdenryosb hard and then fail? Our
faith is tested as doubt creeps in and we ask WHy& question leads us to the second part ofthiy the answer to why and the
story of hope, compassion and courage. The stost profoundly teaches us that “for everything ¢hisra reason”.

When asked most animal welfare workers will tellitbey “do it for the animals”. At first glanceatis a noble and needed cause.
But here at the Humane Society we are constantiyneed that our work to help the animals has thityalo profoundly affect the
lives of the humans whose lives are enriched bir tbve of animals.

Just days after the 3rd baby kitten died we habamgycome to the shelter looking for a kitten. yeanted to see a specific kitten
“in the back” who was not old enough for adoptidatches remaining baby. To reduce the risk oéd$ in the “maternity ward” that
area is usually off limits to all but workers cayifor the residents. ACK, they wanted to see tilg kitten left in that ill-fated litter
and a volunteer inquired if it was ok. Our firesponse was NO! No because we don’t know if titisrkis going to live yet, no be-
cause it's not old enough for adoption, and no beedt was still so young and fragile. Then weried the “rest of the story”.

The mom, Kim Kelly, explained why they were hefighose of us who heard the story immediately begamtierstand WHY
Patches came to us, birthed her babies, and wibpatine of them died. And we met Hannah Kellyanhah’s mom explained that
they were looking for a special kitten and thatthere willing to wait if needed. You see they ledicady been waiting almost a
year for “Hannah'’s Kitten”. In April of 2007 Hanhdad been diagnosed with Fibro sarcoma in het fagearm. Hannah turned 11
in November 2007. Hannah has been through testidigtion, chemotherapy, and two major surgeriést her smile is like a bea-
con of light in a dark room. Most of us cannot gime the struggles, pain, courage, and faith inedlw this situation. And to be
able to still smile is almost unfathomabile.

At a point in Hannah'’s battle with cancer she dedidhe wanted a kitten. She had the image ofitienkn her mind. A little orange
tiger kitten. Just like Patches surviving babyowHlo you explain to an 11yr old cancer survivootkitten mortality in shelters and
the odds of this one little kitten surviving uritilvas 7 weeks old? We decided that an 11yr ofltteasurvivor should be told the
truth and we explained the history of the littdypat the 3 other deaths, about germs and oddshamaghout Hannah listened care-
fully. And then she decided that this kitten wasamt to be hers. That her kitten like herself wasirvivor. Hannah believed that
this was meant to be and that if it was God'’s wwiltould be. Given that belief from an 11yr oldvircould we not believe also?

Hannah'’s kitten, Buddy was moved immediately tostdr home with his mother to be cared for and toosi in a more germ free
environment. Visitation was set up with Hannah hadfamily so they could watch Buddy as he dewvetband grew and we all held
our breath and counted the days until Buddy wag&ks old and could go home with Hannah! Wherdthecame we turned little
Buddy over to his new “mom”, Hannah, and for allatved it was a truly emotional day filled with jogeace and understanding.
Hannah had inspired us with her courage and faittl reminded us of how important the “Human” p&itiamane Society really is!

Hannah and Buddy are both doing well and Patcreesibm was adopted by her foster mom, Hella Grarhs, cared for Buddy and
Patches until Buddy was old enough to be adopted.
