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Volunteering at the Humane Society could help 
you lose pounds.  People who signed up to walk 
shelter dogs for an hour a week lost about a pound 
a month, early research from the University of 
Columbia showed.  That’s 12 pounds a year you 
could shed without skipping a single dessert!  In 
fact, other research by study author Rebecca John-
son, PH.D., revealed that people who walked a 
dog 20 minutes a day for five days a week lost an 
average 14 pounds after a year.  Best of all, dog 
walking turns out to be an easy commitment to 
keep.  “Dog walking volunteers play a large part 
in the health and happiness of our dogs that are 
waiting for adoption,” a shelter spokesperson said.  
“The dogs get socialized, go outside for some 
fresh air and recreation, and learn some basic 
manners while they are out.”  The volunteer 
walker program allows persons to become more 
active while making a difference in the life of a 
homeless pet.  If you are interested in participat-
ing in our volunteer dog walker program please 
call Joan at the Humane Society for volunteer 
orientation dates and details!
