“We just lost interest in him” was what the man g his dog at the
Humane Society of Southwestern Ml told the intakek&r. The worker
was a little taken aback by his non-emotional resppbut was soon
shocked as the man continued to reveal this ddg'siktory.

They got him as a puppy and kept him inside thesb@s a pet. As he
got bigger & more puppyish they decided to put irthe backyard on a
chain so he wouldn’t get into things. Then asdidatinued they didn’t
want to deal with him anymore, and the kids hadlilierest, so it was
time for the dog to go.

What the owner didn’t reveal is that they lost sacininterest in him
they didn’t notice (or didn’t care) that the ch#iey used for a collar had
grown into his neck. Worse, before the intake woidould take the dog
and get veterinary assistance for pain managemeimgithe removal,
the owner grabbed the chain and literally rippealit of the dog’s neck.
The owner then left with the chain and left the dtanding in the lobby
dripping blood from the wound.

During this entire episode the dog, named Bulleipd calmly awaiting
his fate. Tail wagging, offering kisses to evergavho showed an
interest in him. Unfortunately the “owner and 8" chose to ignore
the love and devotion shining in Bullet’s forgivieges.

Bullet was immediately taken to our Medical Ward areated for his
injuries and pain. The wounds around his neck weeeted and open.
Ongoing medical treatment continued until his waingre completely
healed.

Additionaly, and just as importantly, Bullet hases/ed much attention
and affection from our staff and volunteers. RélgdBullet went to a
new home! A home where he will be loved and céoeda blessing
instead of an unwanted burden. Bullet's former emia being
prosecuted for Animal Cruelty.

Bullet is only one of many animals who come in daors needing more
then the basic care all of our animals receivevitpa Medical Ward on
site so veteraniarnas can treat our animals inhall®&s us to better
serve the creatures entrusted in our care, asawalaving us manpower
hours and transport costs to take them off sitéré&@atment.

In addi
tion, an aggressive movement program into “no lahd “breed” rescues has been initiated, and strong
spay/neuter promotions have helped. We have appatl up our Adoption Promotions, with volunteers

But thanks to the generous donation of skglera
nors we were able to purchase 14 new cages to lamirsals! These cages will house single caterétt
of kittens, puppies, and small dogs, on our adodilmors. This enables potential adopters to ueare
of the animals we have, and for the shelter toipewmore opportunities for animals to be adoptede,
in part to this donation, and the hard work of staff and volunteers we are happy to report thathfe
past two months (April, May) we have not had tchanize any animal “due to space” A major mile-
